DRAGONS CLIMB TO NO. 2 IN NJCAA IN ALL-TIME WINS

With their 76-69 victory over Seward County on Jan. 3, the Hutchinson
Community College men’s basketball team moved past
Moberly Area Community College for second place on
the NJCAA all-time wins list.

The Blue Dragons are 1,512-525, a winning percent-
age of .742, in their 78th season of men’s basketball.

The Blue Dragons trail only Southeastern lowa in
all-time wins. Southeastern lowa became the first
NJCAA program to win 1,500 games in the 2007-08 season.

With a 79-53 victory over Labette on Nov. 1, 2008, the Blue Dragons became only
the third NJCAA program to post 1,500 victories.

A 63-46 victory over river Butler Community College on Jan. 28, 2004, the Blue
Dragons posted victory No. 1,400.

JOHNSON-ODOM OFF TO A SPECTACULAR START AT HCC

It didn’t take a school-record scoring effort to convince Blue Dragon fans that
freshman guard Darius Johnson-Odom was special. That 46-point effort against
Coffeyville on Dec. 5 at the Jayhawk Shootout just solidified the fact that he was.

Johnson-Odom is starting to be referenced along side names of some Blue Dragon
greats. His numbers in his freshman season are already a basis for the comparisons.

Johnson-Odom is currently leading Region VI and is sixth in the NJCAA in scor-
ing at 23.5 points per game. He has a streak of 10-straight 20-plus-point games and
has 13 overall.

During a three-game stretch in the first semester of 30, 46 and 32 points, where he
shot 48.3 percent overall and 44.4 percent (16 of 36) from 3-point range.

His 23.5 point scoring average currently ranks No. 5 on the Blue Dragon single-
season list and is No. 3 on the HCC freshman scoring average list, trailing Blue
Dragon greats Roy “Pooh” Hairston (1993) and Rudy Jackson (1973).

Head Coach Ryan Swanson

Ryan Swanson is in his third
season as Blue Dragon head
coach. The Hutchinson native
and former HCC player is the
Blue Dragons’ 13th head coach
in 78 seasons of basketball.

HCC is the fourth head coach-
ing stop - all at the junior college
level - in Swanson’s career.
Swanson is 196-77 in eight-plus
seasons as a juco head coach.
He is now 60-20 at HCC. He is
now in 10th place on the HCC
career coaching list.

He is the seventh HCC head coach to win 20
games in each of his first two seasons.

Swanson was the 12th straight HCC head coach
to win 20 games in his first season. He led the Blue
Dragons to a 23-8 record in 2006-07. Last season,
Swanson guided the Blue Dragons to a 23-9 record
and a second-place finish in the Jayhawk West, plus
a quarterfinal berth in the Region VI Tournament.

Swanson was 74-24 in three seasons at St.
Catharine’s College, 16-14 in one season at
Marshalltown, lowa and 46-19 in two seasons at
Garden City. Swanson led the 2004-05 Garden City
team to its first conference championship in more
than 50 years.

Swanson also has NCAA Division | coaching
experience as an assistant at the University of
Wisconsin-Milwaukee for Bruce Pearl (who is now at
Tennessee).

Swanson’s 2002-03 UWM team went 24-8, won
the Horizon League crown and earned a trip to the
NCAA Tournament for the first time in the school's
107-year history.

UWM was a No. 12-seed and just missed upset-
ting No. 5-seed Notre Dame 70-69.

Swanson, who graduated from Hutchinson High
School, was a redshirt on the Blue Dragons’ 1988
NJCAA national championship team, played in 1989
and was a graduate assistant for head coach David
Farrar in 1990.

SERIES HISTORY WITH BUTLER

This will be the 168th meeting between Hutchinson and Butler. The Blue Dragons
have a decisive 112-55 series advantage. Since 1988, the Grizzlies are 26-22 against
Hutchinson, but HCC has won six straight games.

Hutchinson is 59-19 in games played in Hutchinson and 44-12 at the Sports Arena.
HCC is 44-32 in games played in El Dorado and the Dragons have a 9-4 advantage in
Region VI matchups. Hutchinson has played more games against Butler than any other
opponent in its history.

Hutchinson swept the season series from the Grizzlies last season. The Dragons
defeated Butler 78-62 at El Dorado and then defeated the Grizzlies 70-53 a month later at
the Sports Arena.

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SCOUTING BUTLER

The Grizzlies, under second-year coach Mike Bargen, had a strong non-conference
season going 10-4, garnering two huge victories over Jayhawk East power Coffeyville
and lowa Western. Butler opened the conference season with a home overtime win
over Dodge City, but lost at Garden City one week ago.

Three players average in double figures for Butler, led by Keyon Milliner, who is
averaging 15.1 points per game and shoots almost 47 percent from the floor. Milliner
has already been to the free-throw line 112 times (an average of seven attempts per
game), but is a 50.9-percent shooter.

Luke Engelken is Butler’s main 3-point threat. His 49 of 112 from the arc (43.8
percent) and averages 13.1 points per game. Engelken also averages a team-high 7.4
rebounds per game. Maurice Colter averages 10.8 points per game.

Butler averages 74.6 points and shoots 43.6 percent from the field, 35.2 percent
from long distance and 61.1 percent from the free-throw line. Defensively, the
Grizzlies allow 67.3 points and 42.6 percent shooting.

LAST SEASON AGAINST THE GRIZZLIES

@ Jan. 9 at El Dorado (HCC 78, Butler 62) - The Blue Dragons used a spectac-
ular 21-1 run over a 7-minute stretch early in the first half and rolled EI Dorado.

The Blue Dragons trailed 7-2 just 3 minutes, 18 seconds into the game when they
exploded for a 21-1 run over the next seven minutes. The run was highlighted by two
picture-perfect alley-oop lobs from sophomore Bobby Maze to redshirt freshman
Antonio Weary and a 3-pointer from center Ken Bowman. When Daobrivoje Mavrak hit a
short jumper in the lane, the Blue Dragons led 23-8 with 8:07 to play in the first half.

The Hutchinson run was derailed by a power outage to the scoreboard and scorer’s
table that lasted roughly 15 minutes.

The Blue Dragons produced their second-best field-goal percentage of the season,
shooting a robust 55.2 percent (32 of 58) from the floor. The Dragons were 5 of 14 from
3-point range and just 9 of 18 from the free-throw line. The Dragons produced 24 assists
on 32 buckets.

Maze had his eighth 20-plus point game of the season with a game-high 24 points to
go with six assists.

Sophomore Ken Bowman posted his team-high ninth double-double with 11 points
and 12 rebounds. Bowman had a season-high four assists.

Weary scored in double figures for the sixth-straight game, finishing with 12 points.
Sophomore Lamar Falley knocked down three big 3-point goals and finished with 11
points.

HCC outrebounded Butler 37-27 and turned the ball over 18 times.

The Grizzlies shot 42.0 percent overall (21 of 50), which marks the 22nd straight time
that the Blue Dragons have held an opponent to less than 50 percent shooting. The
Grizzlies also came into the game as the 16th-best team in the nation from behind the 3-
point arc at 42 percent. HCC held Butler to 6 of 19 from long range (31.6 percent).

Logan Stutz had a double-double with 16 points and 11 rebounds to lead the
Grizzlies. Maurice Coulter finished with 13 points and Cody Arnold had 10.

@ Feb. 9 at Hutchinson (HCC 70, Butler 53) - HCC scored a season-low 22
points and trailed by five points at halftime. The second half was a polar opposite as the
Dragons shot better than 54 percent while holding the Grizzlies to 18.8 percent in the
final 20 minutes to rally and pull away from Butler 70-53 at the Sports Arena.

Butler scored only 27 points and shot 9 of 26 in the first half in building a 27-22 half-
time lead. But the Dragons really locked up on the Grizzlies in the second half, holding
Butler to just 6 of 32 shooting (18.8 percent) and outscored the Grizzlies 48-26 in the
final 20 minutes.

Ken Bowman had his 11th double-double of the season and the first in six games with
17 points and 10 rebounds. He also had four blocked shots. Antonio Weary had 13 points
and 10 rebounds, eight were offensive rebounds, with three assists and three steals for his
second double-double of the season.

Sophomore Bobby Maze, shut out for the first time this season in a single half, fin-
ished with 13 second-half points to go with four rebounds and five assists. Freshman
Blake Bales had eight points and a season-high five rebounds. Sophomore Henry Rogers
had nine rebounds.

The Blue Dragons shot 28 of 69 for the game (40.6 percent) and was 4 of 15 from 3-
point range, but were only 3 of 13 in the first half. HCC was 10 of 16 from the free-
throw line. The Dragons committed only 14 turnovers and outrebounded Butler 51-40.

Point guard Maurice Coulter had 13 points to lead the Grizzlies. Avery Richardson
and Dominique Ngniman had 11 points each for Butler.

For the game, Butler shot 15 of 58 (25.9 percent), an opponent season low for the
Blue Dragons this season. Butler was 6 of 19 from 3-point range and 17 of 24 from the
free-throw line.

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LAST GAME RECAP: GARDEN CITY

Sophomore CIiff Dixon’s fourth blocked shot of the game was his biggest as a
Blue Dragon as it preserved an 82-80 Jayhawk West victory over Garden City on
Saturday night at the Sports Arena.

Hutchinson led 82-79 with 7.7 seconds left to play. With Garden City having the
last possession, the Blue Dragons fouled Thomas Manzano with 3.4 seconds left to
play. Manzano made the first, purposely missed the second and got his own rebound.
Dixon blocked Manzano’s final 12-foot jumper with 1 second left to end the game.

The Blue Dragons led 49-37 with 17 minutes left to play, but Garden City, which
hit 10 3-pointers, kept coming back, pulling within one point twice, including 80-79
with 16 seconds left. But HCC never let the Busters (11-6, 1-1) grab a lead.

Hutchinson shot 44.6 percent overall (25 of 56), including 5 of 12 from 3-point
range. HCC was just 27 of 42 (64.3 percent) from the free-throw line. Darius
Johnson-Odom, Devon McBride and Dixon were a combined 22 of 24 from the
stripe. The rest of the team was just 5 of 18.

Johnson-Odom had his 10th-consecutive 20-point game, scoring a game-high 28
points on 7 of 12 shooting and 12-of-12 shooting from the free-throw line. Johnson-
Odom had seven rebounds, two steals and a blocked shot.

Freshman Dominique Rutledge had his seventh-straight game scoring in double
figures with 12 points and six rebounds.

Dixon had his third-straight double-double with 11 points and 11 rebounds to go
along with a season-high four blocks and two steals.

HCC outrebounded Garden City 50-37, but hampered its cause with 20 turnovers,
in which Garden City scored 26 points.

Garden City was held to 39.4 percent shooting (26 of 66), but was 10 of 27 from
3-point range and 19 of 29 from the free-throw line.

Manzano scored a team-high 21 points to lead Garden City. Trevor Ottley had 12
points, Richard Thomas had 11 and DeRon Anderson had 10 points.

DRAGON DEFENSE GETTING IT DONE AGAIN

After a season where they set a new program record for defensive field goal per-
centage, the 2008-09 Blue Dragons are at it again on the defensive end of the floor.

The Blue Dragons are allowing just 65.9 points per game through 17 games this
season, which ranks fourth in Region VI and 28th in the NJCAA.

Opposing teams are shooting just 37.4 percent overall and only five teams have
shot better than 40 percent. HCC hasn’t allowed an opponent this season to shoot 50
percent or better.

Opposing teams are shooting just 26.8 percent from 3-point range and are commit-
ting 17.4 turnovers per game against the Dragons.

Last year’s Blue Dragons allowed opponents just 38.1 percent shooting from the
floor. They tied for second in the Jayhawk West in points allowed at 68 points per
game.

AFTER INJURY, RUTLEDGE STARTS TO ROLL

Hampered by a nagging injury in the preseason, freshman forward Dominique
Rutledge has begun to show why he was recruited to be a Blue Dragon.

The 6-foot-8 freshman forward was inconsistent through November, but once the
calendar flipped to December, Rutledge has been a main cog in the Blue Dragon
machine.

With only one game scoring in double figures in his first 10, Rutledge has had
seven straight scoring games of 10 or more points with a season-high 22 against
Central Nebraska on Dec. 13. He was 10 of 18 from the field against the Raiders.

Over his last seven games, Rutledge has averaged 14.8 points per game and has
shot 52.1 percent from the field. He’s also averaged 9.0 rebounds, posting his first
three career double-doubles against Coffeyville (10 pts., 10 rebs.), Kansas City (14
pts., 10 rebs.) and Seward County (15 pts, 13 rebs.).

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DRAGONS BANKING ON CHRIS BANKS AS A DEFENSIVE STOPPER

When you look at a Blue Dragon boxscore, don’t look at freshman Chris Banks’
offensive stats to prove how productive he was. But do check out the people he
guarded and that will give you an indication of Banks’ game.

Banks, a sophomore from Fort Scott, has been a true defensive stopper since join-
ing the lineup on Nov. 22.

Banks has been in charge of defending some of the top opposing offensive players.
Against Central Nebraska, The Raiders Aaron Morrissey was averaging almost 24
points per game. Banks held him to a mere 4 of 16 shooting and 10 points.

Against Dodge City’s Rodney Clinkscales, who averaged 19.6 points per game,
Banks had the primary defensive assignment. Banks had a major part in holding
Clinkscales to just 3 of 15 shooting and a season-low 11 points.

JOHNSON-ODOM IS NATIONAL PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Freshman guard Darius Johnson-Odom was named NJCAA
National Division | Player of the Week after a spectacular per-
formance in the first weekend of December at the Jayhawk
Shootout in Coffeyville.

Johnson-Odom broke the single-game school record with a 46-
point outing in a 90-86 loss to Coffeyville on Friday night. The
old record belonged to Richard Morsden, who scored 45 points
against Dodge City in 1972.

For the game, Johnson-Odom hit 14 of 26 shots, 8 of 17 from
3-point range, and was 10 of 10 from the free-throw line. LT 1HM
Johnson-Odom also had nine rebounds, four assists and one steal in 38 minutes, 50
seconds. Johnson-Odom carried the team, especially in the last 12 minutes, scoring 32
points during that span.

Two days later, Johnson-Odom scored 32 points in a 78-48 victory over Kansas
City. Johnson-Odom hit 12 of 17 shots, 3 of 7 from long range and was 5 of 6 from
the free-throw line. Johnson-Odom had a double-double with 10 rebounds, adding
three assists, and a steal in 31:52 of playing time.

Johnson-Odom averaged 39 points per game, hitting 26 of 43 overall shots (60.5
percent), 11 of 24 from 3-point range (45.8 percent) and 15 of 16 from the free-throw
line (93.8 percent).

HOME COOKING GOOD TO BLUE DRAGONS

The Blue Dragons have always enjoyed a strong home-court advantage in the
7,000-seat Sports Arena. With their 70-60 victory over Cloud County on Jan. 14,
2006, the Blue Dragons earned their 700th regular-season victory in the famed bas-
ketball venue.

Moving into the Sports Arena in the 1952-53 season, the Blue Dragons have
amassed a 749-132 record in this building.

In the 53 years that Hutchinson has called the Sports Arena home; the Blue
Dragons have averaged 13.1 wins at home. The 2007-08 team went 17-3 at home.

They went undefeated through an entire home season seven times (1958-59, 1959-
60, 1973-74, 1974-75, 1981-82, 1987-88, 2003-04).

Before the Sports Arena, HCC played at Memorial (Convention) Hall from 1928 to
1952 where the Blue Dragons were 112-50.

FORWARD CLIFF DIXON REINSTATED FOR SECOND SEMESTER

The HCC coaching staff has reinstated sophomore forward Cliff Dixon (Suitland,
MD) for the second semester.

Dixon had been suspended since Nov. 19 for conduct detrimental to the team. He
missed four games during his suspension. Before the suspension, Dixon was averag-
ing 15.9 points and 7.1 rebounds per game.

In his return to the line-up on Dec. 31, Dixon scored just four points on 2 of 3
shooting, but had eight rebounds and season highs of five assists, three blocked shots
and three steals.

Since returning to the lineup, Dixon is averaging 11.9 points per game, shooting
54.2 percent, and 9.9 rebounds per game.

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SEASON-OPENING SUCCESS

The Blue Dragons have been hard to beat on opening night over the years.

Hutchinson is 59-19 in season openers, winning 11 of the last 12 opening games.

Hutchinson is 64-14 in home openers.

The highest point total for HCC on opening night was 115 points scored against
Joliet Junior College in a 115-103 victory in 1977. Hutch has surpassed the century
mark five times on opening night: 102 vs. York College in 1965; 115 vs. Joliet in
1977, 101 vs. Western Nebraska in 1990, 107 vs. Malcolm X | 1997 and 100 vs.
Malcolm X in 1998.

The largest opening night winning margin was 58 set in 1992, an 88-32 win over
Hesston College.

2008-09 BLUE DRAGONS BRING BACK LITTLE EXPERIENCE

Even in Ryan Swanson’s first season two years ago at HCC he had more returning
experience than he does heading into the 2008-09 season.

The Dragons start as the preseason favorite to win the Jayhawk Conference
Western Division and are ranked 20th in the preseason NJCAA Division | poll.

Only two players return with court time with the Blue Dragons from last season.

Those two players — guard Austin Bond and forward Ryan Douvier — played a
combined total of 246 minutes.

Bond is a 6-foot-3 guard from Kansas City, Kan. (Piper High School). His fresh-
man season was extremely limited because of injuries. In 13 games, Bond averaged
2.9 points, shooting 31.3 percent from 3-point range.

Douvier is a 6-6 forward from Newton. He saw limited playing time as a fresh-
man, averaging 0.6 points and 0.6 rebounds.

Swanson will have a pair of talented transfers and a group of untested freshmen to
try and lead the Blue Dragons to their first Jayhawk West championship since 2004
and the first Region VI crown since 1997.

BLUE DRAGON FAMILY LOSES ONE OF ITS GREATS - CORTEZ BARNES

Cortez Barnes, one of the top 3-point shooters and all-around players in HCC
men’s basketball history, died in a car accident in Texas on Sept. 21, 2008.

Barnes, an All-Jayhawk Conference performer who played at HCC in 1990-91 and
1991-92, was on his way to Wichita from his home in Dallas when the accident
occurred.

Barnes, 36, and his wife, Jamai, had six children.

Barnes came to HCC before the 1990-91 season for coach Dave Farrar after a stel-
lar prep career at Wichita Heights.

A versatile 6-foot-7 forward, Barnes became the program’s career leader in 3-point
field goals, tallying 122 for his career. That mark is still third on the career chart
today.

Barnes scored 994 career points at HCC, which ranks 12th on the career chart.
He’s 10th in made field goals (390) and third in 3-point attempts (350).

During his freshman season in 1990-91, Barnes averaged 16.3 points per game,
shooting 44 percent from the field overall and 38.8 percent from behind the 3-point
arc. The 62 3-pointers are the sixth-most in single-season history and fourth most by a
freshman. The 38.8 percent efficiency ranks sixth on the single-season charts and is
tied for seventh on the freshman chart. His 489 points rank seventh on the freshman
chart. His scoring average is tied for sixth on the freshman chart.

The Blue Dragons went 21-9 in 1991, Farrar’s final season at Hutchinson. Under
new head coach Steve McClain, Barnes averaged 14.8 points and hit 31.6 percent
from 3-point range. The Dragons were 27-7 and finish as Region VI runner-up to
eventual national runner-up Butler County.
